The  Secret Garden invites you 

to come inside, experience 

the beauty of nature , and 

learn surprising facts about 

the creatures inhabiting our 

gardens and other important 

agriculture products in your own backyard or home.  It is 

presented by  the East  Texas Master Gardeners and Smith  

County  AgriLife Extension, with plants provided by  the 

Texas Nursery  and  Landscape Association.   The concept  

of  the  garden is  based on the Junior Master Gardener 

Curriculum used by Texas AgriLife Extension.    

Country Life explores farm life and many of its creatures 

and products from hatching chicks to beef cows.  Students 

will see the connections between what happens on the farm 

and its importance in bringing food and other products to 

your local grocery or department store.  

Wildlife Wonders focuses on the wildlife all around with 

a variety of displays and exhibits, including the honey bee, 

wildlife investigations, a mock campsite, and  hands-on 

activities for students. 

 Agri-World Theater 

Short  videos  of 2 to 20  minutes in  length will  play 

throughout the  Fair and  during  AgriWorld  Tours in  the 

Agri-World Theater.  The videos will cover a range of topics.

Resources Agency, Texas Parks and Wildlife, the National
